The reason for refusal as printed on the decision notice is:
Due to its location, the proposed development would have an adverse landscape and visual impact on the River Thames, the Thames Path National Trail and on the setting of the Chilterns National Landscape (Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty), contrary to the provisions of policy C8 of the Oxfordshire Minerals and Waste Local Plan – Part 1 Core Strategy and policy ENV1 of the South Oxfordshire Local Plan 2035.

The application was advertised by site notice and local newspaper advertisement. There were four periods of consultation with the public. During the process of determining the application the applicant was asked to submit further information about the proposals. 
Representations were received from a total of 351 third parties. The comments received were addressed in the committee report .
